same amount. But, if someone wants a bigger slice, you will
have to decrease the size of one or more of the other pieces
of the pie. Here’s how it works in cleaning:

If you have to use little or no chemical, you’ll need to
increase time, agitation and/or temperature. If you can’t use
hot water, you will have to use more chemical, more dwell
time, or scrub more aggressively. If you can’t use agitation,
you will need more time, heat and/or chemicals.

Generally speaking, time is the slice of the pie we want
to keep to a minimum. Increasing temperature by using hot
water is usually the best way to improve cleaning efficiency
and save time. Hot water reduces the amount of chemical
you need to clean, suspends more soil, and rinses better.
Temperatures over 130°F begin to kill microbes on surfaces,
providing sanitizing benefits.
